Activities may include creating and refining Al-generated
artwork into posters or story illustrations, making
original songs or soundtracks, designing characters and
imaginative worlds, and developing short stories with Al
support. Students will also learn foundational concepts
about how Al works, where it is most useful, and why
human creativity and judgment still matter. The goal

of the program is to help students use Al as a creative
resource while building imagination, confidence, and
thoughtful decision-making skills.
